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Control of Code Violation and Organizational
Structure and Working Procedure of Office of Code

Enforcement of Addis A i vernmen
WHEREAS, Code violations and other illegal
activities are increasing from time to time in the
Addis Ababa City Government;

WHEREAS, the Code Enforcement Service Office
has been established by Proclamation No 37/2013
to prevent, control and take appropriate measures on

code violations and other illegal activities;

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to provide
organization al structure and workprocedure for the
Office of Code Enforcement Service by detail legal
framework;
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NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article
23(1) (f) of the Revised Charter of Addis Ababa
City Government Proclamation No 361/2003 and
Article 84 of the Addis Ababa City Government
Executive and Municipal Service Organs Re-
establishment Proclamation No 35/2004 the City
Cabinet has issued this Regulation as follows.

PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as the “Addis
Ababa City Government Code Enforcement
Service Regulation No. 54/2012”.

2. Definitions
Unless the contest otherwise requires, in this
Regulation:

1. “City” means the Addis Ababa City;
2. “Government” means the Addis Ababa City
Government;

3. “Mayor” means the chief executive officer of the
City Government;

4. “Proclamation” means the Proclamation to
Re-amend Proclamation No. 35/2012 of the
Addis Ababa City Government Executive and
Municipal Service Organs Re-establishment
Proclamation No. 37/2013,;

5. “Control officer” means an officer of code
violation  follow up and control who is

employed or assigned to control and prevent

act of code violations stipulated by this

Regulation;

“lllegal land invasion” means occupying
land without securing permission from the

appropriate organ of the City Government;

“Illegal expansion of possession” means
expanding land into possession in addition to
legally entitled plot by the appropriate organ
of the City Government;

“Illegal

construction undertaken; on a land which is

construction”  means any

possessed illegally, on a land expanded
illegally, or on a legal possession without

securing permission;

“Illegal street vendering” means a trading
activity undertaken on any street or place
except the street or business permited by the

City Government for limited days ;

“Road” means main roads, cross roads,
arterial roads and sub-arterial roads, squares,
road midians, right and left side of pedestrian
and bicycle passages, bridges and flooding
drainage lines found in the City Governmet
and plots of land reserved for road by the

master plan of the City;

“Solid waste” means solid and semi solid
waste generated from house holds, business,
institutions,  street

industries, sweeping,

construction, agriculture, land quarry and
generally wastes generated from activities of

the society and animals;
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12. “Liquid waste” means liquid waste
incorporating toxic or non-toxic substances
that are released from households or any

organization such as laundry, sanitary,
beverage, latrine, sewerage and animal wastes;

13. “Office” means the Addis Ababa City
Government  Code
Office;

14. “Business process” means a work unit

Enforcement Service

organized to implement the function of the
Office from the City level to Wereda level;

15. “Person” means natural or legal person.

3. Scope of Application
This Regulation shall be applicable on code

violations and other related illegal activities
commited within the City Government.

4. Gender Reference
Unless otherwise expressed, in this Regulation
expressions stated in the masculine gender shall

apply to the feminine gender.

PART TWO
STRUCTURE, ACCOUNTABILITY
POWER AND FUNCTION
5. Structure

The Office shall have the following structure:

1. General manager and Deputy manager,

2. Necessary departments,

3. Necessary staff,

4. At the Sub-City and Wereda level it shall be
organized at Office status and have different

work units and necessary staff.
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6. Accountability
1. The Office shall be accountable to the Mayor of the

City;

. The accountability of the Code Enforcement

Office organaized at Sub-City level shall be to
the Sub-City Chief-Executive
Code Enforcement Office;

and to the City’s

. The accountability of the Code Enforcement

Office organaized at Wereda level shall be to
the Werda Chief-Executive and to the Sub-City

Code Enforcement Office.

7. Power and Function of the Office

Notwithstanding, the power and function vested
to it by Proclamation No 37/2013 and other
laws, by coordinating the Offices at Sub-City
and Wereda level, the Office shall have the

following detail powers and functions:

1. Prevent, control and take legal measure on
insanitary actions, illegal street vendering,
illegal construction, illegal invasion of land,
illegal

expansion of land possession,

affixing, erecting and hanging illegal
outdoor advertisement within the City

Government;

2. Prevent, control and take measure on illicit
activities undertaken on open and close park

areas, road cordon, sidewalks, and squares;

3. Prevent, control and take measure or cause
measure to be taken on illegal slaughtering;
4. Control and take measure on animals trading

and traficking at prohibited places;
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10.

Prevent, control and take measure on illegal
linking and releasing of liquid and toilet
sewerage with flood drainage lines, opening
manhole covers, causing damage or filling

up of flood drainage and fukas

Prevent, control and take measure on
deploying sand, soil and any by-product,
logging of stones or woods, dropping and
putting of trees and mixing soil on roads

without securing permission;

Prevent,control and take measure on
parking defective vehicle, repairing or cause
vehicle to be repaired , washing or cause

vehicle to be washed on the roads;

Supervise, control and take measure on
upgrading, changing, surveying, closing,

barricading and cutting roads ;

Prevent,control and take measure on putting
commercial items for long period of time,
planting tress or plants, building tent without
permeation, welding or any other activities

that mass the traffic activity and view on

roads ;
Prevent, control and take measure on
breaking and damages on bridges, road

lights, traffic lights and pedestrian barriers;
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11. Prevent, control and take measure on

affixing or erecting banner, advertisement or
advertisement board on light pol, bridge,
road sign and pedestrian barrier;

. Prevent, control and take measure in

collaboration with the office of traffic
police on begging activities, commercial or
any other activity practiced on traffic light
or road which makes the the traffic flow
disturbed or vulnerable to accident;

. Prevent theft on public property; when it

happened shall inform to the relevant organ
to take appropriate legal measure;

. Prevent, control and cause measure to bhe

taken, in collaboration with concerned
organ, on the chewing of chat or smoking of

shisha;

. Prevent, control and take measures in

collaboration with concerned organ on the
opening of drug usage houses, film or video
houses, night clubs, grocery and gambling

houses around school compounds;

. Create awareness to the society by using

different methods on issued regulations
related to code enforcement, performed

supervisions and measures taken;

. Undertake prior research on code violations

with regard to the mission of the office and
take action inline with the outcome the

research ;
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18. Cause the collection of revenue generated
from fine resulted from petty offence in
accordance with the City Government’s

finance law;

19. Work in coordination and cooperation on
matters related to code violation and
enforcement with other City Government
Offices;

20. Permanently or temporarily deploy control

officers from one Sub-City or Wereda to
another Sub-City or Wereda , if necessary;
21. Issue and implement code of ethics for

control officers.

8. Power and Function of the Manager of the Office

The General Manager of the Office shall:
1. direct and coordinate the Office;

2. implement the powers and functions of the
Office;

3. prepare the annual plan and budget of the
office, and implement the same upon
approval,

4. effect expenditure in accordance with
allocated budget and plan of the Office; and
supervise appropriate implementation of the
same;

5. represent the Office in its relationships with
third parties;

6. recruit and dismiss employees of the Office
in accordance with the relevant law;

7. submit timely performance report of the
Office to the Mayor;

8. perform such other activities specifically
entrusted to him by the Mayor.
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9. Power and function of the Deputy Manager
of the Office

1.

Shall act on behalf of the General Manager
in case of absence or incapacitation of the
latter ;

Shall discharge other duties which may be
specifically entrusted to him by the General
Manager or the Mayor.

PART THREE
CONTROL OFFICERS

10. Recruitment and Training of Control
Officers

1.

Control officers shall be recruited after they
are witnessed by the representatives of the
dwellers of every Wereda by fulfilling
ethical, physical fitness and other relevant
criterias;

A committee shall be established from the

relevant organs of the wereda to implement
the recruitment of the control officers;

The list of the recruited candidates by the
committee shall be posted on public place

before they enter into training;

The recruited candidates shall be employed
only when it is insured that they have taken
the relevant training and competent;

Salary and other incentives of the control
officers shall be determined by the Civil

Service Agency of the City Government;

The recruited candidate for control officer
has no right to employment if he is found
unfit during the training;

Any person employed as a control officer
shall serve for a compelsory period of 3

years;
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11.

8. A control officer who resigns before the

compulsory service period specified under
sub-article 7 of this Article shall reimburse
to the Office any expense incurred on him
for training.

Function and Duty of the Control Officers
A control officer shall:

Perform the function of preventing,
controling and taking measures on code
violations covered by this Regulation and
others related laws;

Dress uniform and put on a tag which
clearly shows his identity when he perform
his job ;

Perform the task of prevention and control
at any time within the assigned boundary;
Prevent, control and take the necessary
measure by entering in to any premise
whenever he encounters illegal construction
or he receives information; however, he
shall be accountable to any damage
caused against the right and property of

persons by acting contrary to the law;

Fill in and issue the appropriate penalty
notice form to any code violator persuant
to this Regulation; and shall followup its
execution;

Inform the Wereda business process about
the violator who has not paid the penalty in
accordance with Sub-Article 5 of this
Article to discharege the fine;

Present to the appropriate organ with the
relevant evidence in case where the
committed illicit act is punishable by
criminal law in addition to those covered

by this Regulation;

8. Notwithstanding those ethical principles

stipulated on the City Governments Civil
Servant law, he shall perform his activities
in accordance with a code of ethics issued
by the Office;

Discharge other obligations which may be
entrusted to him by the Woreda Code

Enforcement Office.

PART FOUR
PROHIBITED ACTS

12. Prohibition of Illegal Invasion of Land and

lllegal Construction
The following are prohibited in accordance

with other laws:

1.

Illegal possession and expansion of land,
and illegal building in violation of the Urban

Land Lease Proclamation and Regulation;

Disposal of solid or liquid waste in a place
not allwed within the boundary of the City
in violation of the Regulation providing for the
management, collection and disposal of waste;
Performing any activity endangering the
safety of roads in violation of the Regulation
provide for preservation of roads;

Affixing,

distributing outdoor

erecting, building, hanging,

advertisement that
affects hygiene and beauty of the City in
violation of the Regulation which provide

for outdoor advertisement.
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The following acts shall be prohibited:

1. To cause chewing chat and smoking of shisha;
2. Around any education institution:

a. Showing film or video;
b. Carrying out day time or night time dance
club activities;

c. Selling any kind of alcoholic beverage;

d. Gambling or cause gambling;

3. Street vendering except permitted by the
relevant organ of the City Government.

PART FIVE
CONFISCATIHON SALE AND
DISPOSAL OF ILL EGAL PROPERTY

14. Confiscating Property
1. An item or property which is the subject of

illegal street vendering in violation of this
Regulation shall be confiscated;

2. A property deposited on road for commercial
or any other purpose shall be confiscated, if it
is not removed based on the notice thereof;

3. Whenever there is illegal construction under
taken by violating this Regulation written
notice shall be given to the person to
demolish within three days;

4. If the illegal constructor is unwilling to
demolish the construction in accordance with
the notice issued under sub-article 3 of this
Article, the construction shall be demolished

and the property shall be confiscated:;
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1. Control officers shall deliver the property
confiscated due to violating this Regulation
to the respective Wereda Code Enforcement
Office;

2. The cost incurred to move or transport the
property to the  Wereda Code Enforcement
Office shall be covered by the person whose
property is confiscated:;

3. The Wereda Code Enforcement Office shall
properly keep the confiscated property;
ensure its proper keeping ;

4. The Wereda Code Enforcement Office shall
cause the storage of confiscated property by
considering its peculiar feature.

16. Selling and Disposal of Confiscated Property

1. A property confiscated in accordance with this
Regulation shall sell by open tender;

2. Confiscated property which can’t be sell in
accordance with sub-article 1 of this Article, shall
be disposed by delition based on the City
Government’s procurement  and property
administration law;

3. The revenue generated from the tender sale in
accordance with sub-article 1 of this Article shall
be deposited to the Wereda Finance Office based
on the City Governments financial administration
law;

4. Particulars about selling and disposing of
confiscated property stated by this Article shall be
determined by directive to be issued by the Office.
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PART SIX

PENALTY AND COMPLAINT LODGING

17. Penalty and Measure

1. Without prejudice to the penalties imposed by
the Criminal Code and other laws, any person
who violated this Regulation :

a. according to the nature of the violation
the control officer shall take the measure
of stopping the activity, closing, sealing,
removing; and

b. punishable with administrative penalties
in accordance with the annexed schedule
of this Regulation.

2. Any person who has been penalized in
accordance with this Regulation shall pay the
fine by annexing the notice given to him by
the control officer to the Wereda business
process situated in the area where the violation
was commited;

3. If the offender is unwilling to take the penalty
notice in accordance with sub-article 2 of this
Article, the control officer in collaboration
with the police shall force him to receive the
same;

4. Any person who is unwilling to deposite the
fine in accordance with sub-article 2 of this
Article shall be made to pay double of the
imposed penalty;

5. Any person who is unable or unwilling to pay
the fine in accordance with sub-article 4 of
this Article may be punishable with arrest up

to three month by social court.

Recidivism

Notwithstanding the provision of Article 17 of
this Regulation, the penality imposed on a
person who repeatedly commits code violations
shall be double.

Execution of Penalty
1. When a person failed to pay the fine in

accordance with sub-article 2 of Article 17,
the relevant business process of the Sub-City
Office shall the
implementation of the penalty by presenting

Justice cause

the case before a Social Court situated in
place where the violation was commited;

2. The Social Court shall execute the fine for
code violations covered by this Regulation

as per the presentment;

Complaint Lodaqin
1. Any person, who has been imposed penalty up

on by violating this Regulation, shall lodge his
compliant to the respective Wereda Code
Enforcement Office within 3 working days
from the date issued;

2. In accordance with sub-article 1 of this Article
to lodge complain the penalized person shall

annex the payment receipt of the penalty;

3. The Wereda Code Enforcement Office shall
give decision on the case submitted to it by
taking into consideration this Regulation and

other relevant laws;

4. Where it is proved upon investigation that the
penalty was imposed improperly, the money so
paid shall be refunded in accordance with the

financial procedures of the City Government.
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The Office may issue directives for the

implementation of this Regulation.

23. Repealed and Inapplicable laws
1. Except those offences stipulated to be

enforced by the traffic police under the
Addis Ababa City
Preservation of Roads Regulation No.
2/2003 schedule “A”, other listed offences
are repealed by this Regulation.

Government

2. The annexed penalty schedule of the Addis
Ababa City Waste Management Collection
and Disposal Regulation No. 13/2004 is
repealed by this Regulation.

3. Any Regulation, directive or customary
practice which is inconsistent with matters
covered by this Regulation shall have no

effect.

24. Effective Date
This Regulation shall enter into force as of the
8" day of July 2013.
