A Requlation to Provide for Structure and Function

Whereas, it is found necessary to provide fast,
accessible and sustainable mass and freight transport in
the city accompanied by information system and
technology to accelerate social and economic
development of the city;

Whereas, it is found necessary to provide structure
and function thereof for the Transport Authority
established under the Addis Ababa City Government
Executive and Municipal Service Organs re-
establishment Proclamation No0.43/2014 Article 45
to expand and administer the transport infrastructure

to be usedifor public and freight transport service;

Now, therefore\ in accordance with Article 23/1/f/ of
the Revised Charter Proclamation No. 361/20030f
Addis Ababa City Government and Article 84 of
Proclamation No0.35/2004\the City Government
Cabinet has issued this regulation as follows.

Regulation

Definitions

Unless the context otherwise requires in this

regulation:

1. “City” means the Addis Ababa City;

2. “Mayor” means the chief executive of
Addis Ababa City Government;

3. “Government” means the Addis Ababa city
Government;

4. “Bureau” means the Addis Ababa City
Government Road and Transport Bureau;

5. “Authority” means the Addis Ababa City
Transport Authority;

6. “Road” means any main road, city road,
passage way accessible by vehicle or
pedestrian by norm;

7. “Traffic” means any passage way that one
or more pedestrians passes each other or
movement of raids that a person sits on

either supported by animals or vehicles;

8. “Vehicle” means a raid by horse-drawn,
wagon, bicycle, motor vehicle, trailer and
half trailer;
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13. “Deployment” means  daily  road
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CCEPT  prRRong  elaoil R established by individuals and organizations

QAT ot to provide mass and trade road
transportation;
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19. “Person” means any physical person or an

entity entrusted personality by law;

20. “Infrastructure” means bus stops, bus
stations, depots and the like used for public

and freight transport service;

21. Any expression in the masculine gender

includes the feminine.

. Scope of Application

This regulation shall be applicable on
individuals, association, institutions providing
mass and freight transport service or any person

who engaged in transportation infrastructure.

. Objective

The Authority shall have the following objectives:
1. To provide accessible, accelerated and
organized mass and freight transportation;
2. Collaborated

development of mass and freight

administration and

transportation;

3. Working towards fair fee considering the
payment capacity of customers with quality
transport service;

4. Organizing mass and freight transport
information  center  accompanied by

technology.
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PART TWO
STRUCTURE, POWER AND FUNCTION

5. Structure
The Authority shall have General Manager,
Deputy Manager and the Necessary department

and employee.

6._Power and Function of Transport Authority

Without prejudice to the provisions of the

proclamation, the Authority shall have the

following powers and functions:

1. Organize and disseminate appropriate
information regarding mass and freight
transport in the City;

2. Superiorly direct the general operation
system of mass and freight transport
service providers within the City; issue or

suspend the license thereof;

3. Cause the creation of centralized mass
transport system of the City; prepare
schedule of deployment; study and
submit tariff to the concerned body; work
for its implementation upon approval;
install technology infrastructure helping
for execution;

4. Build and

infrastructure, that is stations, bus stops,

administer  transport
stores and depots, of the City used for

mass and freight vehicles;

5. Issue directives regarding generally mass

and freight transport of the City;

implement same where permitted;
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6. Study the supply and demand of mass and
freight transport of the City; work for the
adaptation of supply by designing program;

7. Organize and  disseminate
information service accessible to the public;
prepare plan for the integrated functioning

of the transport service of the City;

8. Issue standards, manuals and levels of mass

and freight transport of the City; work
towards its execution;

9. Collect fee from the service it renders;

10. In coordination with the concerned bodies,
provide appropriate support for the organization

and strength of operators, associations,
organizations and individuals involved in
the mass and freight transport sector; ensure
that they work towards efficiency and security

of transport of the City.

7. Power and Function of Branch Office

The branch office, being accountable to the
General Manager of the Authority, shall have

the following powers and functions:

1. Follow up and supervise mass and freight

transport service institutions as to whether they
work in accordance with the given deployment

and license; take legal measure;

In coordination with the concerned bodies, provide
appropriate support for the organization and
strength of operators, associations, organizations
and individuals involved in the mass and freight

transport sector; ensure that they work towards

efficiency and security of transport of the City.

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3. Administer stations and bus stops within the

City that serve for the vehicles;

4. Prepare analysis of information based on the

result of implementation of activities stated

under sub-articles 1, 2, and 3 of this Article;

5. Perform such other activities designated by the
Authority.

8. Power and Function of the General Manager
The General Manager shall have the following

power and functions:

1.

Perform power and function of the Authority
provided under the proclamation and this

regulation; undertake responsibility and duties;

. Plan, lead, control activities of the Authority;

. Employ, administer and dismiss employees

in accordance with the civil service law;

Represent the Authority in relation with third

parties;

. Prepare activity plans and programs as well

as budget plans of the Authority and submit
to the appropriate body after being evaluated

by the Bureau; implement same upon approval;

. Formulate mechanisms of work by focusing

on strategic issues that leads the Authority to

success, and follows its application;

. Perform such other activities designated by

the Bureau.
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9. Power and Functions of Deputy Managers
Each Deputy Manager, being accountable to the

General Manager, shall have the following
powers and functions:
1. Work in supporting the General Manager in
the preparation of plans and reports of the
Authority;

2. Represent the General Manager in his absence

or incapacity when specifically delegated;

3. The Deputy Managers shall perform activities
designated based on deployment by the
General Manager;

4. Perform such other activities designated
by the General Manager.

10. Appointment of the General and Deputy

Managers
The General and Deputy Managers of the

Authority shall be appointed by the Mayor.

PART THREE
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

11. Duty to Cooperate
Every person shall be duty bound to cooperate

with the Authority in the implementation of this

regulation.

12. Budget Source
Budget of the Authority shall be allocated by the

City Government.

Books of Account
1. The Authority shall

2. The books of accounts of the Authority shall
be audited by the City Government Auditor
General.

Power to Issue Directives

The Bureau may issue directives for the

implementation of this regulation.

Inapplicable L aws
Any regulation, directive or traditional practice

inconsistent with this regulation shall have no
effect with regard to matters provided under this

regulation.

Effective Date
This regulation shall enter into force as of 13"

of September 2015.
